The groundbreaking ceremony was held on 

May 11, 2004, with dignitaries from Mississippi, Atlanta, 

and Greenville, including Governor Haley Barbour, 

Atlanta Braves Executive Vice-President Mike Plant, 

and M-Braves General Manager Steve DeSalvo as 

construction of the home of the M-Braves was underway. 

	 With a capacity of 8,480 and a 360-degree concourse, 

Trustmark Park is modern in every sense of the word. 

Fans have been able to cheer on their M-Braves from 

twenty-two luxury suites, the full-service Farm Bureau 

Grill, two party decks, and a multi-level picnic pavilion in 

left field.
